ATTACHING AND WIRING THE FLOODUGHT TOWERS

(depending on the position that you wish the lamps to be facing).

After the floodlights, walls, yellow frames, and track are attached,
hook up the wiring plug to the controller (See Page 10 for
compiete wiring instructions). Switch the power to the “ON*
position and the floodlights, shed interior, and red tower strobes
will come on.

When the train wash control button is pressed, the rollers start to
spin around, the blue waming light on the tower lights up and a
warning sound is activated. The warning sound can be turned off
by the switch located next to the control shed (See Figure 5).

To replace the bulb, first pull off the control panel
and remove the two screws on the bulb bracket.
Pull off the bracket and remove the bulb. Replace
it with Bulb No. 00-8352-311 available at your
local Lionel Dealer or our Consumer Service
Department.

NOTE: Cover must be closed before you can operate the module.

FLINT REPLACEMENT

The flint Part No. 6-10-2767-111 on the wheel grind mechanism periodically wears
down and must be replaced. This set comes with 10 replacement flints a pushing
rod and a small plate to accomplish this. First snap open the cover and lift the arm
that holds the flint (See Figure 11). Use the pushing rod to pop out the old flint
(See Figure 12). FIGURE 11

Insert a replacement flint into the hole on the small plate and then insert the flint
into the flint holding arm (See Figure 12). Remove plate, carefully lower the arm

to the Wheel Grind mechanism and close the cover. r l

CLEANING THE MECHANISM

Flint dust accumulates as the flint is worn down and it is occasionally necessary to
clean out the mechanism. For best results use a small paint brush to whisk out the
dust and use a small vacuum cleaner. -



"STEAM CLEAN MODULE

Prepare your engine for inspection and service at the steam clean module. Steam
jet simulates the cleaning process that removes road dirt from truck and
undercarriage.

STEAM CLEAN MODULE

SMOKE GENERATOR

When adding smoke fiuid to the steam clean module, first remove the cap on the top of the steam cleaning tank.
Add 8 to 10 drops of smoke fluid into the opening. Steam/smoke, is produced after the button on the controller
has been pressed for about 5 to 10 seconds (See Page 10 for wiring the module to the controller).

CAUTION: Do not shoot steam/smoke at your engine for an extended period of time, otherwise the surface of your
engine may become shiny due to smoke fluid residue. This will not damage the paint or markings on the engine
and can be removed with a clean cloth.

Occasionally, the nozzle tip gets a build up of
smoke fluid around the rim and should be
cleaned off. Use a cotton swab to dab it off.
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UCONNECTING THE WIRING PLUG FROM THE MODULES
TO THE CONTROLLER

OPERATING VOLTAGE IS 12 TO 14 VOLTS A.C.

The controller operates the functions of all three modules. Each module has a wiring plug which must be inserted
into the back of the controller. The order in which the plugs are inserted is optional.

There are three adhesive labels supplied with this set, Steam Clean, Wheel Grind and Train Wash. These labels
should be applied above the button that the wiring plug is inserted into. Once the labels are applied, they should
not be removed.

CAUTION: Do not tape down any of these
buttons as it may damage the controller.

Grinding module. NOTE: When setting up for individual operation, use the track cradle that is
specifically designed for the Steam Cleaning and Wheel Grinding module (See Figure 18 and 19).
